The license plate numbers were run by the Baltimore City Police Department through the Maryland Motor Vehicle Administration (MVA) records, and data regarding the addresses to which each license plate/vehicle is registered was provided to the Parking Authority.

This data was then compared to the addresses within the Parking Study Area and a one block radius around the study area.  The results of that comparison and analysis are as follows:

Parking Study Data collected on (date/time):
· A total of 2,678 license plates were recorded during the study period.

· A total of 891 license plates/ vehicles are registered within the parking study area or within a one block radius.  This represents 33.3% of the license plates/ vehicles recorded.

· A total of 1,787 license plates/vehicles are registered outside the parking study area or within a one block radius. This represents 66.7% of the license plates/vehicles recorded.
